Course Description: Increasing Reading Comprehension explores how to provide the type of instruction and practices needed for
students to successfully become readers of complex grade-level text. Connections are made to what was learned in the previous
online modules about oral language, phonological skills, phonics, spelling, accurate and automatic word recognition, text reading
fluency, background knowledge, and vocabulary—and how they all contribute to comprehension. The final module reviews the
gradual release of responsibility model and the conceptual models/frameworks embedded throughout the previous modules, and
reviews literacy and language practices to help Emergent Bilinguals achieve reading success. The module examines the importance
of text selection and effective comprehension strategy instruction. It concludes with an exploration of informal comprehension
assessment.
